help you to collect a list of words that you need help with to understand it! Lots of
online news sites such as www.20minutos.es, www.rtve.es/noticias and es.euronews.com also have
video clips which will develop your listening skills.

www.newsinslowspanish.com is also an excellent website for

keeping up to date.

Use software such as Quizlet.com (set up a free account for vocab practice),
oye.languageskills.co.uk and languagesonline.org.uk to help boost your vocabulary and

practise what you need. They have some great interactive activities.

Watch a foreign language film or series. Study and relax at the same time! Films are a
great way to improve your foreign language and your cultural awareness. You can via sites like
Prime or Netflix. You could try some of the following for example, Ocho apellidos vascos (2014), Ma-

rf(a, llena eres de gracia (2004), Volver (2006), Abel (2010) and
Las 13 rosas (2007). Change the audio settings to Spanish
(bottom right-hand corner of the screen).
Apps for Spanish: all the things you enjoy doing, reading or listening to here in the UK also exist in
Europe. Listen live to a foreign radio station at radiomap.eu, download an app or read a Kindle book

in the language you're studying, tweet in your foreign language or list Spanish things that you like on
